1. Financial Report

Craig Olson presented the budget. Zach Upton was first to point out that we have not taken advantage of the student participation reimbursement available from the National Chapter. Juan said that he and Natalia have tried unsuccessfully to lure students to get involved. Juan pointed out that there are ASA student chapters at about six universities and he has tried to get a student chapter started at UMD, but has not been successful. Jeff Dunne questioned if we have tried to contact the existing student chapters to get a perspective as to why they are successful in drawing participation. Zach Upton suggested that the problem is that acoustics tends to be spread out over a number of departments. Peter Manhken’s experience with IEEE student chapters is that companies get involved. Natalia Sizov pointed out that student chapter would have its own budget, which is the same as our budget of $2000 per year, and thus is attractive to students.  Our chapter is entitled for 1) College Participation, 2) High School Award Participation or 3) Talks at Local Schools, we could get up to $200 for each. Jim Jenkins pointed out that, as per the budget presented, we are financially viable so that the question comes down to what do we want to do.
