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DRAFT REPORT 

 
of the 26th meeting of ISO/TC 43/SC 1 "Noise" 

 
held on 2008-05-29 (p.m.) and 30 (a.m.) in Borås, Sweden 

 
 

1 Opening of the meeting 
 
The delegates were welcomed by the secretariat and by the host Mr Jonasson from Technical Research 
Institute of Sweden (SP). The secretary expressed his thanks to SP for hosting the meeting. 
 
The secretary explained that the terms of office of the chairman, Mr Brinkmann, had expired by the end of 
2007. In view of the fact that Mr Jonasson was acting chairman at the last meetings in Madrid – and in view 
of his great experience and deep involvement in TC 43 for many years – the secretary had nominated 
Mr Jonasson as chairman of TC 43, and this had been approved by the ISO Technical Management Board. 
 
However, election of chairmen of a sub-committee is a decision of the main TC committee upon nomination 
by the secretariat, and the secretary informed that at the subsequent TC 43 meeting he would propose to 
also appoint Mr Jonasson as permanent chairman of TC 43/SC 1.  
 
For this TC 43/SC 1 meeting the secretariat therefore proposed to elect Mr Jonasson as chairman. This was 
unanimously supported. 
 
2 Roll call of delegates 
 
A list of delegates notified to the secretariat before the meeting was given in doc. 43/1 N 1745. The 
secretariat called the roll of delegates. The list of those attending was tabled at the meeting as doc. 43/1 
N 1746. The final list of attendance is also included in this report. 
 
3 Adoption of the draft agenda 
 
A notice of meeting and draft agenda, doc. 43/1 N 1721, had been circulated by the secretariat on 2008-02-
29, and a first revised draft agenda, doc. 43/1 N 1741, had been circulated on 2008-05-15. 
 
Doc. 43/1 N 1741 was adopted with addition of document numbers of documents, which had been produced 
in Borås and tabled at this meeting. The adopted agenda is included in this report. 
 
4 Appointment of the drafting committee 
 
Mr Berry, UK, and Ms Bouvenot, France, were appointed members of the drafting committee to assist the 
secretariat in preparing the draft resolutions. 
 
5 Report of the secretariat 
 
5.1 Review of the status of work 
 
The secretariat presented its report given in doc. 43/1 N 1737. 
 
Since the last meeting Belarus and Hong Kong had become O-members. 
 
Further, it appeared that the list of liaisons given in the secretariat report was not identical with the one on the 
ISO website, so this would have to be cleaned up. Detailed formal decisions on this would, however, be a too 
cumbersome formality for a technical meeting, so it was therefore left with the secretariat and the 
representative of the ISO Central Secretariat to take formal action by correspondence after the meeting.  
 

Action: Secretariat, ISO Central Secretariat 
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It was noted that since the last meeting 6 International Standards, 1 Technical Specification and 1 Technical 
Report had been published. 3 FDISs, 14 DISes, 1 DTS and 5 CDs had been circulated. Further, 1 NWIP had 
been circulated and approved. 
 
All resolutions taken at the previous meeting had been acted upon.  
 
Annex A of the report contained registration of the active work items of the committee – including those, 
which had progressed to publication since the last meeting. Excluding the now published work items there 
were still 27 active work items to be progressed. Furthermore, there were 22 work items at the preliminary 
stage.  
 
In Annex C a list of documents with noise content prepared by other committees, which are known to the 
secretariat to deal with noise, was given. The secretariat explained the difficulty in keeping this list updated so 
it might be incomplete, and all participants were urged to help to keep the secretariat informed of any such 
documents from other committees. 
 
The secretariat report was approved.  
 
5.2 Report from the Advisory Panel meeting 

 
The secretariat informed that the Advisory Panel (AP) had met in Borås in preparation for the TC 43 
meetings. Most of the items would be dealt with in connection with other items on the agenda, but separate 
items were: 
 
1) The situation of the secretariat 
Basically financial questions should not be an item of a technical meeting. Nevertheless, the committee 
should be informed that the situation at Danish Standards (DS) is unchanged in relation to the status as 
described in the report from the last meeting. In principle, the management at DS wants all technical activities 
– that is also the TC/SC secretariats – to be self-sustainable, which means that an income to cover the costs 
of the secretariat is necessary.  
 
Possibilities are individual contributions and sale of services. The production of an updated version of the ISO 
handbook and the establishment of a website with a membership fee are still being pursued, however, until 
now DS has not been able to provide the technical basis for completing these initiatives.  
 
2) Harmonization of instrumentation/calibration requirements   
It has been proposed to prepare a document in the form of an internal paper with unified wordings for 
instrumentation and calibration requirements in the standards of TC 43 and TC 43/SC 1. A first draft has 
been made, and it was decided to use the AP for collecting comments on this draft among convenors and 
project leaders and through individual national contacts. It is the intention to present a proposal for approval 
at the next TC 43 and TC 43/SC 1 meeting. 
 
5.3 News from the ISO Central Secretariat 
 
The representative of the ISO Central Secretariat, Mr Perrad, gave a presentation, which is included as 
Annex A to this report. 
 
Upon request from the Norwegian delegation concerning systematic reviews as to whether it would be 
possible to synchronize submission of reviews of the same standards in both ISO and CEN the 
representative of the ISO Central Secretariat informed that CEN is actually considering aligning their rules for 
review with ISO.  
 
The US delegation found that division of the reviews into four batches per year turned out to be very 
cumbersome. The TC/SC secretariats do, however, have the possibility to organize circulation dates of the 
systematic reviews, and it was agreed that the secretariat of TC 43 and TC 43/SC 1 would ask for future 
reviews to be circulated in one batch per year.  

Action: Secretariat 
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Finally, the French delegation noted that in connection with review of series of standards, where the different 
parts do not carry the same year of publication, it would also be easier to carry out reviews of the whole 
series at the same time. The representative of the ISO Central Secretariat explained that there was, however, 
no immediate automatic solution to this and the secretariat and the convenors would have to find a solution 
from case to case.  
 
6 Report on the activities of CEN/TC 211 "Acoustics" 
 
The report on the activities of CEN/TC 211 given in doc. 4/1 N 1738 was briefly presented by the secretariat. 
It was noted that except for one, all items were direct implementation of TC 43 and TC 43/SC 1 standards. 
 
The secretariat took the opportunity to mention that since the chairman of CEN/TC 211, Mr Higginson, UK, is 
no longer actively participating in any standards activities, it was suggested to replace Mr Higginson as 
chairman of CEN/TC 211. He was pleased to inform the meeting that Mr Jonasson, Sweden, has accepted to 
also become chairman of CEN/TC 211.  
 
7 Presentation of proposals for future work 
 
The chairman reminded the meeting that the intention under this item was only to present the proposals and to 
clarify questions but not to discuss them. Discussions and decisions would be taken under item 12. 
 
7.1 NWIP from USA: Methods of estimating effective A-weighted sound pressure levels when 

hearing protectors are worn 
 
A proposal from USA to prepare a standard on methods of estimating effective A-weighted sound pressure 
levels when hearing protectors are worn was given in doc. 43/1 N 1726. 
 
The US delegation presented the proposal and noted that it was already registered as a preliminary work 
item to revise ISO 4869-2:1994, allocated to WG 17. 
 
7.2 NWIP from Sweden: Acoustics – Perceptual assessment of soundscape quality by means of 

questionnaire studies 
 
A proposal from Sweden to prepare a standard on perceptual assessment of soundscape quality by means of 
questionnaire studies was given in doc. 43/1 N 1727. 
 
Mr Axelsson, Sweden, presented doc. 43/1 N 1727 with an additional presentation given in Annex B. He 
particularly noted that the presently standardized descriptors for sound quality are not satisfactory at levels 
below 50 dB. It was the opinion of the Swedish committee that there is knowledge to prepare an international 
standard, which will make it possible to compare and harmonize results from different studies, and he noted 
that the development of ISO/TS 15666:2003 "Acoustics – Assessment of noise annoyance by means of social 
and socio-acoustic surveys" is an example, which demonstrates that it is possible to prepare such a 
document. Until now, developments had mainly been made in Sweden, so the challenge of the work would 
be to get international agreement.  
 
8 Consideration of committee drafts which have been circulated for comments 
 
8.1 ISO/CD 3745 Acoustics – Determination of sound power levels and sound energy levels of noise 

sources using sound pressure – Precision methods for free-field test rooms and hemi-free-field 
test rooms" (Revision of ISO 3745:2003)"  

 
A first CD 3745, doc. 43/1 N 1717, had been circulated for comments by 2008-04-10. The comments were 
given in doc. 43/1 N 1724. The compilation of comments on the first CD with proposed actions had been 
prepared by WG 28 at its meeting in Borås and tabled as doc. 43/1 N 1742. 
 
The project leader, Mr Keith, Canada, mentioned that 24 pages of comments had been dealt with. He 
particularly noted that with regard to uncertainties a detailed uncertainty budget was given in this standard. 
He further mentioned that WG 8 "Test methods for the qualification of free-field environments" of TC 43 is 
working to prepare a separate standard on room qualification, which may result in removal of some of the 
annexes of ISO 3745 in a future version.  
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The French, German, Japanese and US delegations supported the proposals for actions, and the chairman 
concluded that based on the proposed actions in doc. 43/1 1742 a revised document should be finalized by 
WG 28 for circulation as a DIS. Resolution 1 was taken. 

Action: WG 28, Secretariat 
 
8.2 ISO/CD 10302-2 "Acoustics – Measurement of airborne noise emitted and structure-borne 

vibration induced by small air-moving devices – Part 2: Structure-borne vibration 
measurement" 

 
A first CD 10302-2, doc. 43/1 N 1719, had been circulated for comments by 2008-04-30. The comments were 
given in doc. 43/1 N 1725Corr. The compilation of comments on the first CD with proposed actions had been 
prepared by WG 23 at its meeting in Borås and tabled as doc. 43/1 N 1743 together with a second 
CD 10302-2, doc. 43/1 N 1744. 
 
The convenor of WG 23, Mr Kimizuka, Japan, presented doc. 43/1 N 1744. He was pleased to inform that 
WG 23 had dealt with all of the comments on the first CD. With regard to uncertainties, CD 10302-2 relied 
mainly on ISO 3741 and ISO 3744, and he recommend to approve it for DIS circulation. 
 
The Norwegian delegation had objected to the way of using a mounting plate. However, the convenor of 
WG 22, Mr Hübner, Germany, explained that WG 22 is working on a general document for a reception plate 
method, which is based on a thin plate, but CD 10302-2 is a machine specific application and this seemed 
acceptable. Further, the convenor of WG 23 is also member of WG 22, so the coordination should be well 
ascertained. 
 
There were no further comments, and the chairman therefore concluded that there was general support for 
doc. 43/1 N 1744 to proceed as a DIS. Resolution 2 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat 
9 Reviews 
 
The secretariat explained that ISO had made changes to the review rules so that the first review is initiated 
3 years after publication and then every 5 years. Further, ISO is now launching the review enquiries on a 
quarterly basis.  
 
The chairman reminded that if an item was approved for revision, a project leader had to be appointed, and as 
for NWIPs, a firm commitment to participate from minimum five countries should be observed. 
 
9.1 Decision of reviews from 2007 
 
A great number of standards were up for review in 2007. Most of them had been confirmed by correspondence, 
however, for ISO/TR 3352 and ISO/TR 4869-4 decisions were deferred to be taken at this meeting. 
 
9.1.1 ISO/TR 3352:1974 "Acoustics – Assessment of noise with respect to its effect on the 

intelligibility of speech" 
 
The result of the review enquiry on ISO/TR 3352 was given in doc. 43/1 N 1715. The result showed 2 votes 
for withdrawal, 1 for revision and 10 for confirmation. Some member bodies have pointed out that ISO 9921 
"Ergonomics –  Assessment of speech communication", which was published in 2003, has superseded 
ISO/TR 3352. 
 
The secretariat mentioned that actually, the relation to ISO 9921 had been discussed at the last review of 
ISO/TR 3352 at the TC 43/SC 1 meeting 2000 in Newport Beach, where it was decided to confirm 
ISO/TR 3352 until ISO 9921 had been published.  
 
Despite the latest enquiry result, the original decision from 2000 was maintained, and the chairman 
concluded that ISO/TR 3352:1974 should be withdrawn. Resolution 3 was taken.  

Action: Secretariat 
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9.1.2 ISO/TR 4869-4:1998 "Acoustics – Hearing protectors – Part 4: Measurement of effective sound 

pressure levels for level-dependent sound-restoration ear-muffs" 
 
The result of the review enquiry on ISO/TR 4859-4 was given in doc. 43/1 N 1716. The result showed 0 votes 
for withdrawal, 1 for revision and 13 for confirmation. As result of the last review of ISO/TR 4869-4 taken at the 
TC 43/SC 1 meeting 2002 in Paris, it had been decided to maintain it with its present status. 
 
WG 17 had considered the review result at its meeting in Borås, and upon recommendation from WG 17 the 
chairman concluded that ISO/TR 4869-4 should be confirmed. Resolution 15 was taken.  
 

 Action: Secretariat 
9.2 Decision of reviews from 2008 
 
The first batch of standards up for review in 2008 terminated in March. Only the result of ISO 11821 had been 
so obvious that it had been removed from the agenda. The rest needed more attention, and decisions had, 
therefore, been deferred to be taken at this meeting. 
 
9.2.1 ISO 5128:1980 "Acoustics – Measurement of noise inside motor vehicles" 
 
The result of the review enquiry on ISO 5128 was given in doc. 43/1 N 1728. The result showed 1 vote for 
withdrawal, 1 for revision and 12 for confirmation with comments from Denmark, Norway, Russia and USA. 
WG 42 had, therefore, been asked to prepare a recommendation. 
 
The secretariat drew the attention to the fact that a preliminary work item to revise ISO 5128 was deleted at 
the TC 43/SC 1 meeting June 2005 in Mississauga after 9 years at this stage.  
 
WG 42 is presently heavily engaged in several other priority items. Upon recommendation from the working 
group – and supported by the representative of TC 22, Mr Legrand – the chairman, therefore, concluded that 
ISO 5128 should be confirmed. Resolution 5 was taken.  

 Action: Secretariat 
 
9.2.2 ISO 5135:1997 "Acoustics – Determination of sound power levels of noise from air-terminal 

devices, air-terminal units, dampers and valves by measurement in a reverberation room" 
 
The result of the review enquiry on ISO 5135 was given in doc. 43/1 N 1729. The result showed 0 votes for 
withdrawal, 1 for revision and 16 for confirmation.  
 
The secretariat noted that USA had proposed to transfer the standard to TC 86 "Refrigeration and air-
conditioning refrigeration and air-conditioning". The secretariat had, therefore, already contacted the TC 86 
secretariat but not yet received a final reply.  
 
Though it was recognized that ISO 5135 was a product standard, the Norwegian delegation questioned 
whether this committee would really have the acoustical expertise to maintain it. This concern was shared by 
the Danish, Dutch, French and Japanese delegations. The chairman, therefore, concluded that ISO 5135 
should simply be confirmed by TC 43/SC 1. Resolution 6 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat 
 
9.2.3 ISO 7216:1992 "Acoustics – Agricultural and forestry wheeled tractors and self-propelled 

machines – Measurement of noise emitted when in motion" 
 
The result of the review enquiry on ISO 7216 was given in doc. 43/1 N 1730. The result showed 0 votes for 
withdrawal, 0 for revision and 14 for confirmation, but substantial comments had been put forward by USA. 
 
Further, the secretariat had received a request from TC 23/SC 2 "Tractors and machinery for agriculture and 
forestry/Common tests" to transfer the responsibility of ISO 7216 to this committee as was the case with 
ISO 5131:1996 "Acoustics –  Tractors and machinery for agriculture and forestry – Measurement of noise at 
the operator's position – Survey method" (which actually ended up with being transferred to TC 23/SC 3). 
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The Swedish delegation wondered whether a similar arrangement as for road vehicles with a joint working 
group between TC 43/SC 1 and the machinery committee could be established. However, with regard to 
agricultural equipment there is no established working group within TC 43/SC 1 as was the case for road 
vehicles.  
 
The request from TC 23/SC 2 was supported by the Dutch, French, German and US delegations. The 
chairman, therefore, concluded that ISO 7216 should be confirmed at present and that the responsibility for 
ISO 7216 should be transferred to TC 23/SC 2 and that this committee should decide on a possible future 
revision. If revised, close cooperation with TC 23/SC 2 shall be maintained, and circulations of draft revisions 
shall be carried out jointly in both TC 23/SC 2 and TC 43/SC 1. Also, TC 23/SC 2 shall be requested to comply 
with the basic terminology of TC 43 as given in TR 25417 and with the uncertainty policy of TC 43. 
Resolution 7 was taken.  

Action: Secretariat 
 
9.2.4 ISO 10843:1997 "Acoustics – Methods for the description and physical measurement of single 

impulses or series of impulses"  
 
The result of the review enquiry on ISO 10843 was given in doc. 43/1 N 1731. The result showed 0 votes for 
withdrawal, 0 for revision and 12 for confirmation. A number of comments had, however, been put forward so 
the former project leader for ISO 10843, Mr Schomer, USA, had been asked for advice. 
 
He informed that ultimately, ISO 10843 should be updated but it had no priority. This was basically supported. 
However, the Japanese delegation drew the attention to some editorial errors as pointed out in their 
comments.  
 
After a brief discussion the chairman concluded that ISO 10843 should be confirmed but that the secretariat 
should be asked to prepare a technical corrigendum to account for the errors in the Japanese comments. 
Resolution 8 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat 
 
9.2.5 ISO 11094:1991 "Acoustics – Test code for the measurement of airborne noise emitted by 

power lawn mowers, lawn tractors, lawn and garden tractors, professional mowers, and lawn 
and garden tractors with mowing attachments" 

 
The result of the review enquiry on ISO 11094 was given in doc. 43/1 N 1732. The result showed 0 votes for 
withdrawal, 1 for revision and 16 for confirmation.  
 
A number of comments had been put forward particularly concerning the relation to the European Directive 
2000/14/CE. The secretariat had, therefore, asked the CEN noise consultants for advice, and they had 
informed that with the present wording there is, in fact, a risk that manufacturers may test a mower at a 
reduced rotating speed but state the sound power level without the information about the rotating speed as 
pointed out in the Dutch comments. 
 
The Dutch delegation confirmed that they had carried out a small survey the conclusion of which was that 
there was a potential risk for misuse of the requirements as presently worded in the standard. This was 
supported by the German delegation. The chairman, therefore, concluded that ISO 11094 was confirmed at 
present but at the same time the secretariat was requested to prepare a draft amendment to account for the 
proposal from the Netherlands. Resolution 9 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat 
 
9.2.6 ISO 13473-2:2002 "Characterization of pavement texture by use of surface profiles – Part 2: 

Terminology and basic requirements related to pavement texture profile analysis", and 
 
9.2.7 ISO 13473-3:2002 "Characterization of pavement texture by use of surface profiles – Part 3: 

Specification and classification of profilometers" 
 
The reviews of these two standards were handled together. The results of the review enquiries on 
ISO 13473-2 and ISO 13473-3 were given in doc. 43/1 N 1733 and doc. 43/1 N 1734 respectively.  
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The result on part 2 showed 0 votes for withdrawal, 1 for revision and 13 for confirmation, and the result on part 
3 showed 0 for withdrawal, 1 for revision and 14 for confirmation. In view of the requests for revision, WG 39 
had been asked for advice.  
 
The convenor of WG 39, Mr Sandberg, Sweden, informed that after finalization of part 4 and part 5 of the 
ISO 13473-series, the working group was in a good position to revise parts 2 and 3. In a specific reply to the 
Dutch delegation concerning their proposal to amalgamate parts 1, 2 and 3, he informed this had been 
carefully discussed but WG 39 was unanimous in finding that it was best to maintain the 3 parts separately.  
 
The chairman concluded that there was support from five member bodies to revise ISO 13473-2 and 
ISO 13473-3, allocated to WG 39. Resolution 10 and Resolution 11 were taken.   

Action: Secretariat 
9.3 Consideration of ongoing reviews in 2008 
 
The secretariat informed that the ISO Central Secretariat is now submitting review ballots on a quarterly basis. 
The last batch for 2008 was out for ballot with a deadline in September (except for ISO 5136, which terminates 
in June). 
 
Thus, no formal decisions could be taken at the meeting in Borås, and the intention was not to go thoroughly 
into this item but just to take the occasion to discuss any of the standards that might require special attention. 
 
9.3.1 ISO 5136:2003 "Acoustics – Determination of sound power radiated into a duct by fans and 

other air-moving devices – In-duct method" 
 
The secretariat informed that it had received a request from TC 117 "Industrial fans" to give the responsibility for 
ISO 5136 over to this committee. TC 117 actually also had the same suggestion for ISO 10302. TC 117 feels 
that the subjects of ISO 10302 and ISO 5136 are so close to the interests of fan manufacturers that it would 
be appropriate to have them numbered in the ISO 13347 series of standards on "Industrial fans – 
Determination of fan sound power levels under standardized laboratory conditions". 
 
The chairman noted that for ISO 5136 it might be logical, however, small ventilators, which were the subject 
of the ISO 10302-series, did not seem to fit logically into the ISO 13347-series. The Dutch and German 
delegations found that in view of adoptions and references to ISO 5136 in many other places, it would be 
very unpractical to change the numbering at the present stage, so though the representative of the ISO 
Central Secretariat confirmed that such a change would be recorded on the ISO website as long as the 
standard would stay valid, they would prefer to keep the present numbering.  
 
Though the result of the review enquiry was still to be awaited, it was concluded that the committee did not 
support the change of numbering as requested by TC 117.  
 
9.3.2 ISO 1996-1:2003 "Acoustics – Description, measurement and assessment of environmental noise 

– Part 1: Basic quantities and assessment procedures 
 
ISO 1996-1 had been prepared by WG 45. The convenor of WG 45, Mr Schomer, USA, reported that the 
working group – after a brief discussion – considered that there would be no need for a revision of 
ISO 1996-1 at this time.   
 
9.3.3 ISO 3095:2005 "Railway applications – Acoustics – Measurement of noise emitted by railbound 

vehicles" 
 
The secretariat recalled that the 2005 version of ISO 3095 – which was a revision of ISO 3095:1975 – had been 
prepared as a joint work item with CEN/TC 256 "Railway equipment" according to the Vienna agreement with 
CEN lead after more than 10 years of registration without progress. The secretariat had just prior to the 
meetings in Borås received a request from CEN/TC 256 for revision of ISO 3095 as given in doc. 43/1 N 1736.  
 
As stated in this document, CEN/TC 256 wished to initiate a revision of ISO 3095 in order to comply with the 
recent Technical Specifications for railway interoperability. The secretariat had informed the convenor of WG 3 
of CEN/TC 256, responsible for the preparation of the last edition of EN ISO 3095, that TC 43/SC 1 at its 
meeting in Borås would discuss the most appropriate action. 
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The Japanese delegation informed that they had actually translated ISO 3095 and had found some strange 
definitions. They were, therefore, very interested in participating actively in a revision of this standard and 
thought that TC 43 should take the responsibility. This was strongly supported by the Canadian and US 
delegations.  
 
The Dutch delegation was aware that there is actually an acoustical knowledge in the CEN/TC 256 working 
group and suggested that the work should be carried out in a joint working group between TC 43/SC 1 and 
CEN/TC 256. This was supported by the Danish delegation, which urged to make sure that all TC 43/SC 1 
members could participate.  
 
The convenor of WG 51, Mr Kühner, Germany, reminded of the situation some years ago when the question 
of noise from shooting ranges was brought up in Europe and very quickly had become a work item of 
TC 43/SC 1 and felt that this should be the same for ISO 3095. 
 
The chairman expressed understanding for these points of view, however, he also mentioned that it should 
not be ignored that the financial power is actually with the product committees. CEN/TC 256 is such a product 
committee, and in his opinion TC 43/SC 1 would benefit most by trying to get into a good cooperation with 
this committee.  
 
At the end of the discussion the French delegation offered to make contact with the CEN/TC 256/WG 3 
convenor, who had submitted the invitation to the kick-off meeting the week following the TC 43/SC 1 
meeting. As a result, it turned out that apparently, this was basically a technical meeting, and there was not 
yet any clarification as to the formal status of the work item or any specific intentions with regard to 
responsibility in CEN/TC 256.  
 
Since EN ISO 3095 is a joint ISO-CEN standard prepared according to the Vienna agreement, this also lays 
down quite specific procedures for how to carry out revisions of such standards to ensure full participation of 
non-European countries.  
 
The chairman therefore concluded that the wish of CEN/TC 256 to revise EN ISO 3095 was recognized and 
that the secretariat was requested to make contact to the CEN/TC 256 secretariat in order to establish the 
appropriate way of cooperation. Despite the fact that the review enquiry on ISO 3095 did not terminate until 
September the secretariat was further requested to immediately invite all the member bodies of TC 43/SC 1 
to appoint experts to participate in this work. Resolution 12 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat 
 
9.3.4 ISO 3381:2005 "Railway applications – Acoustics – Measurement of noise inside railbound 

vehicles" 
 
No particular comments. 
 
9.3.5 ISO 7235:2003 "Acoustics – Laboratory measurement procedures for ducted silencers and air-

terminal units – Insertion loss, flow noise and total pressure loss" 
 
No particular comments. 
 
 
9.3.6 ISO 14163:1998 "Acoustics – Noise control by silencers" 
 
No particular comments. 
 
9.3.7 ISO 15665:2003 "Acoustics – Guidelines for noise control by silencers" 
 
No particular comments. 
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9.3.8 ISO 17201-1:2005 "Acoustics – Noise from shooting ranges – Part 1: Determination of muzzle 

blast by measurement" 
 
The convenor of WG 51, Mr Kühner, Germany, informed that it appeared that the final text of ISO 17201-1 
had been erroneously changed in the final publication process with regard to the reference to ISO 9613-2, so 
a corrigendum would probably have to be prepared. Further, the specifications with regard to directivity might 
also have to be reviewed.  
 
In conclusion, the secretariat undertook, in cooperation with the ISO Central Secretariat, to check the 
changes made in the final publication of ISO 17201-1 in preparation for any action to be taken after the 
termination of the enquiry review.  
 
9.3.9 ISO 10846-4:2004 "Acoustics and vibration – Laboratory measurement of the vibro-acoustic 

transfer properties of resilient elements – Part 4:  Dynamic stiffness of elements other than 
resilient supports for translatory motion" 

 
The convenor of JWG 31, Mr Verheij, Netherlands, had informed the secretariat that there might be a need 
for a future revision.  
 
9.3.10 ISO 11205:2003 "Acoustics – Noise emitted by machinery and equipment – Engineering method 

for the determination of emission sound pressure levels in situ at the work station and at other 
specified positions using sound intensity" 

 
WG 28 recognized that a revision would be necessary though it was not possible to start the work right now. 
It was, therefore, suggested to register it as a preliminary work item when the review enquiry had terminated.  
 
9.4 ISO/TR 4870:1991 "Acoustics - The construction and calibration of speech intelligibility tests" 
 
At its meeting in 2000 in Newport Beach, TC 43/SC 1 confirmed a number of Technical Reports, including 
TR 4870. For some reason, however, the ISO Central Secretariat had initiated the ballot on TR 3352 but not on 
TR 4870 in 2007. Nevertheless, since TR 4870 also concerns intelligibility of speech the secretariat found it 
appropriate also to discuss TR 4870 at this meeting.  
 
Since the result of the review enquiry is normally the basis for taking a decision, the chairman concluded that 
a review enquiry should be carried out prior to the next meeting of the committee so that a final decision 
could be taken at that time. Resolution 4 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat 
 
10. Consideration of note from AFNOR concerning uncertainty in standards prepared by 

ISO/TC 43, ISO/TC 43/SC 1 and ISO/TC 43/SC 2 
 
The chairman recalled that as result of the TC 43 meeting in 2003 in Berlin a policy of TC 43 and TC 43/SC 1 
with regard to uncertainties had been laid down in doc. 43 N 1023. This has been the basis for the efforts – not 
least of the former chairman – since then. During the past years the understanding had clearly increased, and it 
had been possible to adopt it to the various different situations.  
 
The secretariat had, however, received a note from AFNOR with a request for discussion at this meeting. The 
document had been sent to both TC 43/SC 1 and TC 43/SC 2 with the double number TC 43/SC 1 N 1720-
TC 43/SC 2 N 900. In response to a request from the French member body, a summary of uncertainty clauses 
in existing standards and drafts, doc. 43/1 N 1723, had been prepared by the secretariat with short remarks by 
the former chairman.  
 
The French delegation presented doc. 43/1 N 1720. They observed that the requirements given in doc. 
43 N 1023 give preference to the model approach, which is also the procedure described in most details in 
the GUM and was given priority at its introduction in standards. However, in their opinion the community of 
metrology considered that other methods allowed by the GUM are equally valid and compatible, so they 
proposed to update and open up the basic philosophy.  
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The chairman informed that TC 43/SC 2 at its meeting prior to the TC 43/SC 1 meeting also had discussed 
the issue but TC 43/SC 2 is, however, mainly using the "interlaboratory approach" and had concluded that it 
was only a problem for TC 43/SC 1.  
 
The Canadian delegation acknowledged that the GUM allows different interpretations. However, WG 28 in its 
revision of all the basic ISO 3740 and ISO 11200 standards was using the model approach which, in the 
opinion of the Canadian delegation, is the right way and they found that all standards should basically be 
updated in the same way.  
 
The convenor of WG 22, Mr Hübner, Germany, informed that in some cases it is a problem that the various 
components of the uncertainty are correlated and, therefore, the model approach is not always possible. He 
mentioned as a specific example from WG 22 the average sound pressure level over a surface, which 
depends on a number of microphone positions. A questionnaire had been made within the working group as 
to whether the members would accept the model approach but this had not been supported.  
 
The US delegation mentioned that as an example, the question of uncertainties in connection with 
environmental noise, which is being dealt with in WG 45, and which is not so easy to handle with the strict 
model approach.  
 
The Danish delegation suggested that if there are other methods in the GUM, advice should be given as how 
to make use of that.  The German delegation informed that an analysis had been carried out by PTB. They 
further added that they were not against the use of the model approach but just favoured that some flexibility 
in the application of the GUM should be allowed.  
 
The French delegation added that actually, the GUM itself is currently being complimented with other parts, 
so there should soon be a series of documents, which would all be compatible with the basic GUM.  
 
The chairman informed that the question had also been heavily debated in the Advisory Panel the members 
of which had put forward the same opinions as expressed during the discussion at the plenary meeting. He 
concluded that there was sympathy for updating the philosophy document and proposed that the Advisory 
Panel should prepare a draft for approval at the last meeting. The French delegation offered to provide a first 
draft.  

Action: French delegation 
 
There were many requests for obtaining the GUM, which is now referred to and given on the ISO website as 
ISO/IEC Guide 98-3 "Uncertainty of measurement – Part 3: Guide to the expression of uncertainty in 
measurement (GUM:1995)". It was very much regretted, however, that in practice, it is actually not available 
in this form. The representative of the ISO Central Secretariat informed that html-versions of both the GUM 
and the VIM (to be published as ISO/IEC Guide 99 "International vocabulary of metrology – Basic and 
general concepts and associated terms (VIM)"), were expected to become available online from ISO this 
summer.  
 
11 Reports from working groups 
 
The written reports from the working groups were given in doc. 43/1 N 1739 with Attachment A and 
Attachment B, and a list of registered working group members was given in doc. 43/1 N 1740. 
 
Additional oral reports were only given when working groups had information to add, either to that given in 
doc. 43/1 N 1739 or to information already covered under previous items on the agenda. 
 
For information on full work item titles in the following, reference is given to the secretariat’s report, doc. 43/1 
N 1737. 
 
11.1 WG 17 – Methods of measurement of sound attenuation of hearing protectors 
 
In the absence of both the convenor of WG 17, Mr Poulsen, Denmark, and the substitute convenor, 
Mr Arlinger, Sweden, Mr Murphy, USA, reported that WG 17 had met in Borås and subsequently had a joint 
meeting with CEN/TC 159/WG 2 "Amplitude sensitive hearing protectors" in Värnamo.  
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With regard to PWI 4869-1 the working group still worked on some minor revisions and on an introduction of 
an uncertainty annex in line with that now developed in connection with ISO 4869-5. At the moment this item 
should, however, stay at the preliminary stage.  
 
With regard to the revision of ISO 4869-2 the new US standard presented under item 7.1 had been 
recognized, and it had been decided to set up an ad-hoc group to propose a framework for a revised 
document taking into account the various contributions. The item should at the preliminary stage. Thus, the 
working group recommended that no further action should be taken on the NWIP from USA, see also item 
13.1. 
 
With regard to ISO 4869-4, see item 9.1.2. 
 
With regard to PWI 4869-6 the question was still under development in WG 17 and should stay at the 
preliminary stage.  
 
11.2 WG 22 – Characterization of machines as sources of structure-borne sound 
 
The convenor of WG 22, Mr Hübner, Germany, reported that WG 22 had met in Borås.   
 
As result of the meeting the final text for ISO/TS 7848-1/2 had been prepared (see also the convenor’s 
contribution under item 10 with regard to uncertainties). 
 
With regard to PWI 13743, the reception plate method, the French member of the group had developed a 
draft and it was the intention to propose this as a formal NWIP by correspondence.  
 
Finally, it was the intention of WG 22 to prepare a part 3 of the ISO 7849-series using amplitude and phase 
measurements for the determination of the airborne sound power level by vibration measurements on noise 
sources, which would avoid the problems with the radiation factor in parts 1 and 2. This was supported, and 
the chairman concluded that a part three of the ISO 7849-series should be registered as a preliminary work 
item. Resolution 16 was taken.   

Action: Secretariat 
 
11.3 WG 23 – Measurement of airborne noise emitted by computers and business equipment 
 
The convenor of WG 23, Mr Kimuzuka, Japan, reported that WG 23 had met in Borås.   
 
CD 10302-2 was dealt with under item 8.2. 
 
With regard to the second Amendment to ISO 7779 the text for the second DAM had been sent to the 
secretariat by the end of last year. Due to some unforeseen practical problems, the circulation had been 
delayed but was expected in the beginning of June.  
 
With regard to DIS 10302-1 the text for the FDIS had now been completed and would be submitted to the 
secretariat in the beginning of June.  
 
11.4 WG 27 – Vehicle noise testing. Effect of temperature (Jointly with ISO/TC 22) 
 
The convenor of WG 27, Mr Sandberg, Sweden, reported that WG 27 had not met in Borås.  
 
Upon suggestion from the convenor it was decided to change the title of the working group to "Effect of 
temperature on tyre/road noise testing". This was approved. Resolution 18 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat 
 
The convenor explained that he had not kept the original plan for a meeting in Borås due to the inability of the 
main expert members to attend. Instead a meeting was planned to be held on 2008-07-01 in Paris, and he 
hoped that some time after this meeting it would be possible to circulate a first CD together with a formal 
NWIP, which should also give rise to an updating of the membership of WG 27.  
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11.5 WG 28 – Basic machinery noise emission standards 
 
The convenor of WG 28, Mr Lang, USA, reported that the working group had a very busy 3-day meeting in 
Borås and had dealt with the short-term revisions of both the ISO 3740-series and the ISO 11200-series.  
 
With regard to the ISO 3740-series the text for the FDISes had basically been prepared. Due to the need to 
ensure consistency with the rest of the documents it was, however, necessary to extend the target dates. 
Resolution 17 was taken.  

Action: Secretariat 
 

Further, revised texts for DIS ISO 11201, DIS 12202 and DIS 11204 were under finalization and – subject to 
final check – it was expected that they would be circulated for FDIS voting. 
 
With regard to ISO 11205, see item 9.3.10.  
 
11.6 WG 31 – Measurement of the vibro-acoustical transfer properties of resilient elements (joint WG 

with ISO/TC 108) 
 
With the publication of the revised ISO 10846-1, ISO 10846-2 and ISO 10846-5, expected any time, JWG 31 
had completed its task.  
 
Further, the convenor, Mr Verheij, Netherlands, had informed the secretariat that he was no longer in a 
position to continue as convenor. It was, therefore, decided to propose to disband JWG 31 under item 12, 
disbanding of working groups.  
 
11.7 WG 33 – Measuring methods for comparing traffic noise on different road surfaces 
 
WG 33 did not meet in Borås. The convenor, Mr Sandberg, Sweden, reported that the next meeting was 
planned in August in Iceland.  
 
As explained in the written report, the main problem was the choice of the reference tyre for which there were 
only few candidates left. In accordance with the explanation it was decided to split PWI 11819-2 into two: 
Part 2 (SPX method) to become an International Standard and part 3 (Reference tyres) to become a 
Technical Specification and to let TC 43/SC 1 act as proposer. Resolution 19 was taken.  

Action: Secretariat 
 
11.8 WG 38 – Procedure for measuring sound absorption properties of road surfaces – In-situ method 
 
The convenor was not present and WG 38 had not met in Borås. WG 38 is working on two items: 
 
1) The preparation of the FDIS for 13472-2, spot method for reflective surfaces, and 
2) The preparation of a CD and a NWIP for 13473-3, spot method for absorptive surface, which presently is 
at the PWI stage.  
 
11.9 WG 39 – Measurement of pavement surface macrotexture depth using a profiling method 
 
The convenor of WG 39, Mr Sandberg, Sweden, reported that WG 39 had held a meeting in March. A 
meeting in May in Borås would have been too soon after this meeting, so the originally scheduled meeting in 
Borås had, therefore, been cancelled. The next meeting was expected to be held in the autumn in USA.  
 
With regard to revision of ISO 13473-1 this was in the final stage of development at the PWI stage. Upon 
request from the convenor it was decided that TC 43/SC 1 would formally act as proposer when the item 
should be activated. Resolution 20 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat 
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11.10 WG 40 – Impulse sound propagation for environmental noise assessment 
 
On behalf of the convenor Mr White, USA, Mr van der Weele, Netherlands, referred to the additional report 
given in Annex A to doc. 43/1 N 1739. He explained that WG 40 at its meeting in Borås had dealt with the 
comments, which had already been received on DIS 13474. The working group was behind schedule – 
mainly due to computer crash – but he expected that it would be possible to finalize the text for an FDIS 
before the end of the year.  
 
The representative of the ISO Central Secretariat confirmed that in this case the item would be maintained 
and there would be no reason to ask the ISO/TMB for extension of the target date. 
 
11.11 WG 42 – Measurement of noise emission (external) from road vehicles (Jointly with ISO/TC 22 and 

ISO/TC 22/SC 22) 
 
The convenor of WG 42, Mr Moore, USA, informed that WG 42 had met in Borås. The main item was  
consideration of the comments on the 2CD 10844.  
 
He explained that the main problem is that construction of test tracks, which is the presumption for collecting 
data to develop the draft, is difficult and costly and the possibility for making measurements also depends on 
climatic conditions. He was pleased, however, to report that he expected to be able to submit a revised text to 
the secretariat for circulation as a 3rd CD for voting shortly after the meeting. In view of the delay it was 
decided to ask the ISO Technical Management Board for extension of the target date for the next steps. 
Resolution 13 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat    
 
In reply to a question from the chairman the convenor informed that one of the main changes was that the 
definition of the surface texture had become much more well-defined by giving reference to the ISO 13473-
series prepared by WG 39.   
 
With regard to ISO 5128 see item 9.2.1. 
 
With regard to WI 9645, since this work item had been initiated by TC 22/SC 23 "Road vehicles/Mopeds" but 
subsequently there had been no commitment for action from this committee. It was, therefore, decided to 
delete WI 9645. Resolution 14 was taken.  

Action: Secretariat    
 
The convenor was also pleased to inform that there was continuously contact with UN-ECE WP 29 and a 
number of the documents prepared by WG 42 were used in the ECE regulations. Further, the representative 
of TC 22, Mr Legrand, supported and approved the results of WG 42.  
 
11.12 WG 45 – Description and measurement of environmental noise (Revision of the ISO 1996-series) 
 
The convenor of WG 45, Mr Schomer, USA, reported that WG 45 met in Borås to continue work on two 
amendments to ISO 1996-2 on uncertainties (presently registered as PWI 25317) for which the IMAGINE 
report would be the basis, and one on tonal adjustment (presently registered as PWI 26600).    
 
Further, the working group proposed to include a new preliminary work item on impulse noise assessment to 
be incorporated in a future revision of ISO 1996.  This was approved. Resolution 21 was taken.  

Action: Secretariat    
With regard to review of ISO 1996-1 see item 9.3.2.  
 
11.13 WG 51 – Noise from shooting ranges (Jointly with CEN/TC 211) 
 
The convenor of WG 51, Mr Kühner, Germany, had met in Borås, and he was pleased to report that the 
working group had been able to accept all comments on DIS 17201-3 and DIS 17201-5 except for one on 
which he hoped, nevertheless, that the compromise obtained would be acceptable. He expected, therefore, 
that it would be possible to submit the FDIS texts for 17201-3/5 to the secretariat no later than August this 
year. Thus, after 12 years the ISO 17201-1/5 series of standards was approaching finalization.  
 
With regard to ISO 17201-1 see item 9.3.8. 
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11.14 WG 52 – Noise from aircraft at civil airports 
 
On behalf of the convenor, Mr Vogelsang, Germany, the Danish member of WG 52, Mr Manvell, reported that 
the working group at its meeting in Borås had managed to review the 19 pages of comments on the second 
DIS 20906 as was reported in the additional convenor’s report given in Annex B to doc. 43/1 N 1739.  
 
In addition to a great number of editorial comments, the points of discussion had mainly been with regard to 
the uncertainty issue. He was pleased to report that as result of the meeting, the US would now be expected 
to change its disapproval into approval.  
 
With regard to ISO 3891 it was noted that according to resolution 3 from the last TC 43/SC 1 meeting, it had 
already been decided to initiate the withdrawal procedure when ISO 20906 was published.  
 
11.15 WG 53 – Guidelines for the measurement and assessment of exposure to noise in a working 

environment (Revision of ISO 9612:1997) 
 
In the absence of the convenor, Mr Ognedal, Norway, the secretary of WG 53, Ms Turunen-Rindel, Norway, 
informed that WG 53 had already submitted the text for FDIS 9612 to the secretariat and the working group 
had, therefore, not met in Borås.  
 
In reply to a question from the WG 53 secretary, the representative of the ISO Central Secretariat informed 
that the standard could be published on a CD-ROM, which would contain both the pdf-file of the text and the 
excel-file, which had been prepared by the working group as a practical means of carrying out the dose 
calculations according to this standard.  
 
12 Disbanding of working groups 
 
With reference to item 11.6, TC 43/SC 1 decided to recommend to disband JWG 31. Since it was formally 
registered as a joint working group with TC 108 "Mechanical vibration, shock and condition monitoring", the 
secretariat had contacted the TC 108 chairman and secretary before the meetings to inform them of the 
situation. The TC 108 chairman had expressed reluctance towards disbanding the working group because he 
felt that there might still be tasks in this area to discuss. 
 
Recognizing, however, that the convenor had resigned and that in practice, not many members of JWG 31 
had been active during the past years, TC 43/SC 1 decided to disband JWG 31 subject to the approval of 
TC 108, which would have its next meeting in November. Resolution 22 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat 
 
On behalf of the committee the chairman expressed a sincere thanks to the members of the group and 
notably to the convenor, Mr Verheij, Netherlands, both for his very efficient finalization of the work, and for his 
attentive assistance with the secretariat in the final stages of the publication of ISO 10846-1, ISO 10846-2 
and ISO 10846-5.  
 
13 Decision for future work (as presented under item 7) 
 
13.1 NWIP from USA "Methods of estimating effective A-weighted sound pressure levels when 

hearing protectors are worn" 
 
With reference to the recommendation from WG 17 under item 11.1, it was decided that no further action on 
the NWIP from USA was necessary.  
 
13.2 NWIP from Sweden "Acoustics – Perceptual assessment of soundscape quality by means of 

questionnaire studies" 
 
The Swedish delegation confirmed that if accepted, Mr Axelsson would be proposed as convenor.  
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The Japanese delegation expressed the concern that if it was the intention to prepare an International 
Standard this might hamper the development within this area, which was still in a research stage. They 
therefore proposed to start only with a preliminary work item and to aim at the preparation of a Technical 
Specification. This was supported by the German delegation.  
 
The US delegation supported to start the work. They expressed understanding for the wish for a Technical 
Specification but preferred to aim at a full standard, if possible. However, they expressed concern for the time 
schedule and therefore supported the wish to start with a preliminary work item.  
 
The Norwegian and UK delegations also supported to start up work and indicated that they would have 
experts to participate.      
 
The Swedish delegation felt that the most important was to start the work in whatever form was possible. The 
representative of the ISO Central Secretariat confirmed that it was in accordance with the rules to establish a 
working group based on a preliminary work item. The chairman, therefore, concluded that the Swedish 
proposal as given in doc. 43/1 N 1727 should be included in the work programme as a preliminary work item, 
allocated to a new WG 54 "Perceptual assessment of soundscape quality", with Mr Axelsson, Sweden, as 
convenor and project leader. Resolution 23 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat 
 
14 Work items on which no progress is being made – Status and action to be taken 
 
All target date considerations had been dealt with under the review of working groups under item 11.  
 
15 Review of preliminary work items 
 
15.1 Revision of ISO 10847:1997 "Acoustics - In-situ determination of insertion loss of outdoor noise 

barriers of all types" 
 
The chairman informed that the only preliminary item, which was not allocated to a working group, was the 
revision of ISO 10847. It had been entered in the work programme in connection with the review of ISO 10847 
in 2002, but there was no responsible for the item and no existing activity. 
 
The representative of the ISO Central Secretariat informed that when revision of a standard is registered as a 
preliminary work item, it will no longer automatically be submitted to the systematic review. Therefore, 
ISO 10847 had not been subject to systematic review in 2007 as foreseen at the last meeting.  
 
The Dutch delegation informed that some activity in this area concerning optimization of noise barriers was 
on the way. A research project would, however, not start until 2009 and was expected to last at least three 
years.  
 
The Swedish delegation recalled that there had been an initiative in USA to prepare a standard based on 
empirical data, however, there was no established basis. 
 
The chairman reminded the committee that a member body can, at any time, put forward a proposal to revise 
a standard. In any case the only way to get comments on a review enquiry on ISO 10847 was to delete the 
preliminary work item. This was, therefore, decided. Resolution 24 was taken. 

Action: Secretariat  
 
16 Requirements concerning a subsequent meeting  
 
There was no official invitation to the next meeting of TC 43/SC 1, which, according to the normal schedule, 
should take place in the second half of 2009.  
 
A list of meeting places of TC 43 had been made available during the meetings. According  to the order of 
meeting places up to now, the aim was to have a meeting outside Europe, preferably in the Asian region.  
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It was also noted  that IEC/TC 29 "Electroacoustics" usually has been meeting in the week preceding the ISO 
meetings at the same or at a nearby place.   
 
The Japanese delegation informed that they had held internal discussions in their acoustical society 
concerning the possibility of a meeting in Japan, and that they had also had contact with colleagues in South 
Korea. No final confirmation could, however, be given at the meeting.  
 
17 Any other business 
 
17.1 Euronoise 2009 
 
The UK delegation drew the attention to the Euronoise conference from 26 – 28 October 2009 in Edinburgh 
http://www.euronoise2009.org.uk/ and asked to avoid clash with these dates for the next meeting.  
  
18 Approval of resolutions 
 
The draft resolutions, given in doc. 43/1 N 1747, were distributed and approved with a number of 
amendments.  
 
In particular it was noted that draft resolution 1 concerning liaison with ISO committees was withdrawn and 
will be dealt with by correspondence in consultation with the ISO Central Secretariat with the consequential 
re-numbering of the rest of the resolutions in relation to the draft resolutions.  
 
The adopted resolutions, given in doc. 43/1 N 1748, are included in this report.  
 
19 Closing of the meeting 
 
The chairman expressed his thanks to the convenors and delegates for their efficient work and cooperation. 
  
Special thanks were extended to the host, SP, for having provided excellent facilities and to Mr Jonasson for 
the outstanding arrangement and to the sponsors for the fantastic cruise. Ms Midborn Ekerfors and the rest of 
the helpful staff at SP were particularly thanked for their support and service both to the secretariat and to the 
delegates.  
 
Finally, the chairman expressed his thanks to the secretariat for its excellent preparation of the meetings.

Resolution 1 – CD 3745 
 
ISO/TC 43/SC 1 recognizes doc. 43/1 N 1742, annotated compilation of comments on doc. 43/1 N 1717, 1st 
ISO/CD 3745 "Acoustics – Determination of sound power levels and sound energy levels of noise sources 
using sound pressure – Precision methods for free-field test rooms and hemi-free-field test rooms". It 
requests WG 28 to finalize a revised document as per the annotated compilation of comments and to send it to 
the secretariat for submission to the ISO Central Secretariat for circulation as a Draft International Standard. 
Deadline for submission of the DIS layout to the secretariat: 2008-10-31. 
 
Resolution 2 – CD 10302-2 
 
ISO/TC 43/SC 1 approves doc. 43/1 N 1744, 2nd ISO/CD 10302-2 "Acoustics – Measurement of airborne 
noise emitted and structure-borne vibration induced by small air-moving devices – Part 2: Structure-borne 
vibration measurement" and requests the secretariat to submit it to the ISO Central Secretariat for circulation as 
a Draft International Standard. 
 
Resolution 3 – ISO/TR 3352 review 
 
In noting the publication of ISO 9921 "Ergonomics – Assessment of speech communication" in 1993, 
ISO/TC 43/SC 1 decides to withdraw ISO/TR 3352:1974 "Acoustics – Assessment of noise with respect to its 
effect on the intelligibility of speech". 
 
Resolution 4 – ISO/TR 4870 review 
 
ISO/TC 43/SC 1 requests the secretariat to initiate the review procedure on ISO/TR 4870:1991 "Acoustics – 
The construction and calibration of speech intelligibility tests" in 2009 so that the result is available before the 
next ISO/TC 43/SC 1 plenary meeting. 
 
Resolution 5 – ISO 5128 review 
 
ISO/TC 43/SC 1 confirms ISO 5128:1980 "Acoustics – Measurement of noise inside motor vehicles". 
 
Resolution 6 – ISO 5135 review 
 
ISO/TC 43/SC 1 confirms ISO 5135:1997 "Acoustics – Determination of sound power levels of noise from air-
terminal devices, air-terminal units, dampers and valves by measurement in a reverberation room".  
 
Resolution 7 – ISO 7216 review 
 
ISO/TC 43/SC 1 confirms ISO 7216:1992 "Acoustics – Agricultural and forestry wheeled tractors and self-
propelled machines – Measurement of noise emitted when in motion". At the same time the secretariat is 
requested to ask the ISO Central Secretariat to transfer the responsibility for the future maintenance of ISO 
7216:1992 to ISO/TC 23/SC 2 "Tractors and machinery for agriculture and forestry/Common tests". This 
committee should decide on a possible revision of ISO 7216:1992. Any future revisions shall be made in 
cooperation with ISO/TC 43/SC 1 by joint circulation of drafts to the members of both ISO/TC 23/SC 2 and 
ISO/TC 43/SC 1, and ISO/TC 23/SC 2 is requested to comply with the basic terminology as given in TR 25417 
and with the uncertainty policy of ISO/TC 43.
